Sponsoring New Members

Beginning in 2018 New Member meetings will begin in APRIL prior to the monthly
club meeting in an attempt to avoid major snow storms and the need to reschedule.

The York Rifle Range Association is a wonderful organization to belong to. We have over 1,500
current members. You as members decide who the New Members will be by sponsoring people
that you know for open Membership positions and then attending a monthly club meeting for vot-
ing to accept or deny a person for membership. New Members come in as Senior or Junior Mem-
bers. Senior Memberships are awarded to persons 18 years of age or older. The Club Constitution
limits the Senior Membership to a total of 1,200. Junior Memberships are available to persons un-
der the age of 18 with the permission of a parent or legal guardian. There is no limit to how young
a person is, our current youngest member at the time of this newsletter was sent to the print is less
than one month old. It’s wonderful to have the Junior members knowing they are learning the
proper and safe ways to handle and respect firearms that they will have to use for their lifetimes.

Each year we have a limited number of Senior memberships become available due to a number of
different reasons. There are also an unlimited number of Junior membership available each year. To
fill these Memberships, both Senior and Junior, there is a process required for a person to be
brought up to the membership for a vote.

A person requesting membership must be sponsored by a current Life Member or Senior member
that has been a member for more than 12 months. The current waiting list application form must be
completed and submitted for a person to be placed on the waiting list. The waiting list form can be
found at the clubhouse. It can be picked up after you, the sponsoring member, give your prospec-
tive member a tour of the Ranges. Please don’t take extra copies home so that there are copies at the
clubhouse. Old versions of the waiting list form will not be accepted and that person will not be
added to the waiting list.

Before a person requesting membership can be announced to current membership as requesting to
be a member, they will be contacted and invited to attend the required Pre-membership meeting.
They can’t just show up to join.

They must attend this pre-membership meeting WITH the person that is sponsoring them as
they are still classified as GUESTS and must be accompanied by a member. In addition, at-
tending the meeting WITH the Sponsoring member is how the applicant will get in the gate
and clubhouse. These pre-membership meeting will be held prior to the start of the monthly club
meetings on Tuesday evenings. The pre-membership meeting starts at 6:45pm but instructions to
arrive before the start of the meeting will be sent in the email invitation so there is time to complete
the full application and pay the required dues and fees of new members.

In 2016 the club implemented a new requirement for new Senior Members. They are now
required to obtain a PATCH, (Pennsylvania Access To Criminal History) Report and sub-
mit it when they attend the Pre-membership meeting. They should get this report only
after they have been invited to attend a pre-membership meeting as it must be dated with-
in 3 months of when they attend the pre-membership meeting

2018 York Riflemen CMP / NRA Approved High Power Program

The approved 2018 York High Power Rifle match schedule is now posted online at www.yorkriflemen.org/programs/high-power/
What do most competitors use for NRA and CMP High Power Rifle matches?

Most use an AR15 based rifle in either the service rifle or match rifle configuration. The particular characteristics for each rifle
type and the courses of fire can be downloaded at the NRA and CMP High Power Rifle Rules posted below.

Dates for the 2018 York Riflemen NRA Approved High Power Program will follow a similar schedule (4™ Sunday from April
through September) - April 22 (50 round match); The May through September matches will
be 80 round matches (May 27; June 24; July 22; August 22; September 23). The CMP John
C. Garand Match Dates (30 rounds) are April 22 and October 6 (course of fire is Course A)
15 shots slow-fire prone (first 5 shots are sighters); 10 shots rapid-fire prone; 10 shots slow
fire standing. All shot from 200 yards.

Indoor Smallbore Range

In 2016 the Indoor Range was updated, in addition to updates to the Indoor Range it was also updated with a Card reader
that requires your access card to allow entry into the range. You are required to attend an Indoor Range Certification
Class to get your access card programmed to allow entry into that range. You must attend a Certification class prior to
your card being reprogrammed. We have already held 14 Indoor Range Certification classes and there are 376 members
that have attended. Due to the last 2 classes having small turnout we have stopped holding these classes for the time be-
ing. As requests come in it will be determined when more classes are scheduled. Since the new restricted access we
have not had any significant damage to this range. Most likely it was one of 3 reasons; either we didn’t do a good job at
informing members of the rules and proper use of the indoor range, people using the indoor range now know that they
are being tracked when they use the range because they have to swipe their card and are now recorded when they enter,
or we are now keeping the person or persons out that were doing this damage. What ever the reason we are happy to
report that at this time it has seemed to correct the problem and we are not forced to put cameras up to record the activity
in the Indoor Range. Thank you all for treating and using the Indoor Range as a place to sharpen your shooting skills
and not just a place to unload your guns of ammunition as fast as you can pull the trigger.

Junior Air Rifle Program A

The York Rifle Range was founded by competitive shooters and sportsmen over 80 yearN
ago, and to continue this legacy of competitive marksmanship with the next generation of shooters we cre-
ated a Junior Air Rifle program in 2015. Although we are currently in the middle of our shooting year new
shooters are always welcome to join us. This program is open to anyone between the age of 10-18. The
group meets Monday nights between 6:30-9:00 pm at the indoor rifle range between the months of Septem-
ber and May. New shooters practice during the first session between 6:30-7:30 pm, and the more advanced
shooters practice during the second session between 7:30-9:00 pm. The juniors shooters will learn at their
own pace about firearms safety, and basic marksmanship skills while using sporter class target air rifles.

Everyone begins shooting off a supported rest on the bench. As their skills progress we will teach
prone, kneeling and standing positions. A number of our junior shooters have taken what they have learned
and are now shooting for our club’s smallbore team. This is the first step into the world of competitive shoot-
ing that can lead to college scholarships and the foundation of future success on and off the rifle range.

This program is made possible through the support of the club, volunteer coaches, personal donations
and a generous annual grant underwritten by the NRA Foundation. All equipment, supplies, and instruction
is provided free of charge to members as well as the general public. If you have a child, grandchild, niece, or
nephew that might be interested in this program come on out and give it a try.

If you are a former competitive rifle shooter and some of your old equipment is collecting dust we
can put it to good use with our junior program. We can always use gently used equipment like shooting mats,
slings, gloves/mitts, spotting scopes, and stands. If you would like to help out the next generation of competi-
tive shooters please consider donating your old items to our junior program. The items will be greatly appre-
ciated by our young shooters and their parents/guardians, and be put to good use.
